For elective courses, depending on development trends and social needs, the faculty in charge of the program and the departments responsible for the courses will advise students on selecting appropriate courses.
- The Head of the faculty managing the program is responsible for organizing and providing guidelines for developing the curriculum and detailed course syllabi to ensure that the objectives, contents, and requirements are met, while also satisfying the needs of learners and society. 
- The training program is periodically reviewed, evaluated, and updated in accordance with the current regulations of the Ministry of Education and Training and Quy Nhon University to ensure that it meets the development requirements of the field of Theory and Methodology of English Language Teaching and aligns with socio-economic development needs./.
